Grade 5-9—When Dashti the muckermaid from the steppes region throwsin her lot with Lady Saren, little
does she expect her loyalty to be tested by being bricked up in atower with the Lady for seven years as
punishment for Saren's refusal to marry the evil Lord Khasar, rather than her own preference, the handsome
and gentle Khan Tagis. A series of first-person journal entries chronicle the differences between Dashti's
resourceful, optimistic, and pragmatic personality and that of Lady Saren—a 16-year-old girl/woman who is
prone to depression, fearful of the world, and unable to function independently. The full cast production of
the fantasy by Shannon Hale (Bloomsbury, 2007) captures the lyricism of the author's language, although the
voice of Dashti seems extremely young and naive. The inclusion of many snippets of "healing songs"
detracts from, rather than adds to, the story. Fans of Hal€'s previous books will enjoy this latest offering.
