The boy relieson King, a
regal and loyal, but imaginary, dog, to deal with these challenges. In fact, Max has created an entire fantasy
existence for himself that he calls Adventure Time. In it, he performs heroic feats of daring with King by his
side, thereby escaping the redlities that trouble him. On one of these jaunts, the owner of anifty little shop
grants Max awish that crosses over into the real world with consequences from which the dreamer learns
and grows. Perhaps the most important change is Max's newfound willingness to accept the unpredictability
and messiness of life, achange that is presented in athoughtful twist in the evolution of his relationship with
King. The shopkeeper, too, is an interesting manifestation of the troubled youngster's mental process of
working out his conflicts. Tolan's vivid, clean writing is deceptively uncomplicated and the many issues
touched upon are handled well.
